RTD recently announced their 2012 service changes. To make up for revenue loss, some routes are 
scheduled to be eliminated. Proposed changes include cutting the 32 bus route east of downtown. 
The 32 connects downtown to Colorado Blvd., via 22nd and 23rd Avenues. Many Whittier 
neighbors use this bus to get to work, school, and other places. Eliminating the 32  
route would—

• Eliminate any bus line between 28th St. and 18th St., forcing many people to walk longer 
distances to get to a bus stop

• Eliminate direct access to City Park, the zoo, and Museum of Nature and Science. The 32 is 
the only line that connects east and west to these popular Denver attractions, which 
could decrease tourist dollars 

• Reduce the appeal of the Whittier neighborhood as a place people can live and easily commute 
downtown

The 32 bus line is a great asset to Whittier. Whether you use it or not, please take a minute to ask
